"THE GLORIOUS FOURTH"
IN SHOREHAM

A continuous deluge throughout the night made a lake
of our ball field and caused the postponement of the annual clash
with our "friendly enemies" from Wading River, The drizzle and
threatening skles which greeted us on the morning of the Fourth
also threatened to postpone our annual parade, After consulta-
tion with the Village Fathers however, it was found that it would
take more than a deluge to deter Shorehamites when they had a
duty to perform, Therefore, according to time-honored custom,
the volce of our own Paul Revere (Mr., Varian) was soon heard
before every house in the Village calling through his megaphone
the famous battle-cry, "All out for the big parade,® To make
doubly sure of getting any sluggards out of bed he took with
him on his modern steed (the Van Arnam's station wagon) two
aides, Buddy Sherman and Jimmy Hogeboom, whé backed him up with
blasts upon theilr trusty bugles.

The effect was akin to that of the Pied Plper and young
and o0ld, large and small, ("half-drowned rats") poured out of
every house and assembled in front of the Willow Tree Golf Course.
There Mrs, Varian, with her usual thoughtfulness and preparedness,
supplied all of the youngsters with caps, flags and balloons and
all of the oldsters with lollypops and the parade was soon formed,
led by the famous band headed by Shoreham's own Sousa, (Wesley
Oliver) and his aide-de~-camp, George Beatty., An innovatlon this
year and the most picturesque feature, which we hope will be con-

tinued in every future parade, was our drum=majorette (Ivy Lee
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Frei) swinging a mean baton and with such "perfect understanding"
that the elements were soon forgotten. Following the band came
the Colors carried by our own World War Veteran, Mr. Hogeboom,
whoée Dutch Ancestors settled in New Amsterdam and what was then
Shoreham, some 300 years ago. Next came the colorful and uniform-
ly picturesque, "Sarkany Quartet" followed by Jimmy Brandon with
his faithful shadow, "Woody" who seemed fully aware of the dignity
he must maintain in carrying an American Flag behind each ear!
Then came the legions of appropriately garbed patriots on foot,
followed by a thousand (more or less) automobiles carrying the
"GsA.R" and other "Bottle Scarred" Vetecrans.

The line of march stopped short of the ball field this
time, encircled Beckwith's Emporium and headed back toward the
Sound, halting several times while the band, reversing itself, ap-
peared about to chargekthe paraders and then deeided to resume
"eyes front" and march forward. All saluted our next President
as they passed under the Willkie banner which Mr. Lewis had had
stretched across the road in front of our new Police Headquarters.
That is, all with the exception of our new Police Magistrate Bailey
who is still imbued with the old spirit of the New Deal. Arriving
at the Bluff adjacent to the Clubhouse and halting just short of
going over 1t and into the Sound, the parade was dismissed, and
all formed a semi-circle around the "massed colors" (still in the
hands of Mr. Hogeboom) and the band played "To The Colors" (recog-
nized by a few). Then all joined in singing "The Star Spangled i
Banner" following which, led by !Mrs. Hogeboom in her uniform as

head of the Girl Scouts of Suffolk County, all pledged allegiance
to the Flag.
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Then our Seventh Regiment Veteran, Mr. Brandon, gave
an impromptu talk upon the occasion, reminding us that it was the
26th Anniversary of Shoreham!s Fourth of July parade and that we
were celebrating the 164th Anniversary of the Declaration of
Independence. He brought forceably before us the seriousness
of the occasion in view of the changed world conditions since
our celebration at the ballfield just one year ago. He enlarged
upon the necessity for preparedness, pointing out that there was
not a moment to be lost and that our only hope was that England
could hold out long enough to give ﬁs an opportunity to get ready.
Also, how fortunate we were, up to this minute, in being disap-
pointed only in having a peace time battle of base~ball postponed
and in having one airplane peacefully droning overhead instead of
a thousand bombing planes wreaking death and destruction and in
being allowed to continue our 'pursuit of happiness' instead of
being faced, as England is today, with thousands of engines of
death across the English Channel, no further away than the Connec-
ticut share, which could be seen from where he stood and exhorting
every man and woman to make it their duty to do their part and to

spread that word of the necessity of immediate preparednesg if we

hoved to keep our Country free from the hordes headed by the demon
who sanctions the killing of women and children.

Mr., Brandon thereupon introduced our new Mayor, Mr.
Sheldon DuCret, who graphically illustrated his appropriate remarks
by holding a youngster by the hand and concluding "This child re-
presents the future of America and these are the ones we must pro-
tect." That was followed by the singing of "America" and the

morning ceremonies came to a close with every Shorehamite feeling

a better American for having done his part that day.
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Partly due to the weather and partly to lack of organ-
ization or preparedness, only a small part of the usual Athletilc
Program for the boys and girls was completed in the afternoon.

We hope that feature will be well organized and completed 100%
next time under the able leadership of our new Director of
Athletics, Gilbert Frei,

As soon as it was dark, every Shorehamite hied himself
to the beach and there set off his own collection of fireworks
which made a fine display, for the benefit of all. This was in-
terspersed with the release of mény gas~filled balloons of all
sizes and shapes and so successfully did the operators perform
that not one was destroyed before soaring out of sight. In the
méantime, a huge bonfirs of railroad ties had been started on the
beach and our own "Junior Lecaguers", headed by Mrs. "Bunny" Beatty,
broiled and distributed to the hungry mob several thousand hot
dogs and our own "Cotillion Leaders", followecd up by making sure
that they werc washed down (together with the sand dressing) by
the contents of 1,000 Coca-Cola bottles and several kegs of beer.
All gathered around the fire and seng cvery song called for, to
the accompaniment of our own Phil (Pallister) Baker, until it
broke up with "Goodnight Ladies" at midnight.

Everyonc admitted that Shoroham had thus concluded the
most successful, satisfying, and complete Fourt of July of its
existence, but "hopc springs eternal in the human brecast" and we

arc looking forward to a bigger and better celebration next Fourth,
